Motion to approve by Mrs. Rawls. Second by Ms. Owens. Motion passed unanimously.

3. PUBLIC COMMENTS - (Speakers limited to three minutes - no action taken on items)
The floor was opened to public comment. Hearing none, the floor was closed to public comment.

4. REGULAR/PUBLIC BUSINESS

a. PB 22-28: Request for preliminary subdivision plat review for Ivy Street subdivision.
Owner: A & M Home Builders, LLC
Parcel No.: 12-10-26-7970-0000-0254

Ms. Walsh asked this be tabled to the Board’s February meeting as not all items have been supplied by the applicant.

Motion by Mr. Barnes to table this item to the February 7th at 4:00 PM meeting. Second by Mrs. Rawls. Motion passed unanimously.

b. PB 22-41: Request to amend the Future Land Use a portion of the subject property from City of Palatka Commercial (COM) to City of Palatka Residential Low (RL) and rezone a portion of the subject property from City of Palatka General Commercial (C-1) to City of Palatka Residential Single Family (R-1).

Ms. Walsh advised this is a request to amend the Future Land Use of a portion of parcel 09-10-26-0000-0710-0000 from City of Palatka Commercial (COM) to City of Palatka Residential Low (RL) and rezone the same from City of Palatka General Commercial (C-1) to City of Palatka Residential Single Family (R-1).

The floor was opened to public comment. Hearing none, the floor was closed to public comment. 

Motion by Mrs. Rawls to amend land use of a portion of parcel 09-10-26-0000-0710-0000 from City of Palatka Commercial (COM) to City of Palatka Residential Low (RL). Second by Mr. Barnes. Motion passed unanimously

Motion to change zoning from City of Palatka General Commercial (C-1) to City of Palatka Residential Single Family (R-1) by Mrs. Rawls. Second by Mr. Barnes. Motion passed unanimously.

c. PB Case 22-43: Request to rezone approx. 3.26 acres from City of Palatka Single-Family Residential District-AA (R-1AA) to City of Palatka Single-Family Residential District-A (R-1A)
Owner: A&M Home Builders, LLC
Address: 1900 Moseley Ave., Palatka, FL 32177
Parcel No.: 13-10-26-3170-0010-0000

Ms. Walsh advised this is a request to amend the zoning designation for 1900 Moseley Avenue, consisting of parcel 13-10-26-3170-0010-0000, approximately 3.26 acres, for the purpose of creating a subdivision. The Future Land Use of the parcel would remain the same, Residential Low (RL). The zoning for the parcel would be revised from City of Palatka Residential Single Family (R-1AA) to City of Palatka Residential Single Family (R-1A).

[bookmark: page3]The applicant wishes to change zoning to R-1A due to lot dimension sizes for new builds, as they would be able to put more homes on the lots. Previously an extension of their preliminary plat, was brought to the board, which was denied. So, the applicant is starting over. This is strictly a rezoning currently.

Board discussion commenced regarding the differences in lot sizes and set back differences between R-1A and R-1AA. Ms. Wilson spoke in favor of maintaining 1/3-acre lot dimensions.

The applicant Tobi McGuigan addressed the board. She explained the overlay on the GIS showed R-1A, but the Property Appraiser showed R-1AA. The overlay on the GIS map was incorrect. Chair Killebrew asked and Ms. McGuigan indicated they would be willing to rezone the back lot to R-1A and keeping the remaining lots R-1AA on Palma Ceia Terr. Ms. Walsh explained a subdivision plat would outline the different zonings and lot descriptions.

The floor was opened to public comment.

Ms. Karen Hughes 1907 Moseley Ave., Palatka, FL 32177 - spoke in opposition of there being too many houses on Moseley Ave.

Ms. Beverly Becker 2030 Country Club Terr., Palatka, FL 32177 - spoke in opposition of the re-zoning and of building the houses altogether.

Mr. Arthur Nichols 1717 Palma Ceia St., Palatka, FL 32177 - spoke in opposition of the rezoning. He advised the proposed (R-1A) zoning does not adjoin this property, R-1A zoning is across the road to the East, therefore, the proposed zoning is not compatible.

Mrs. Teddi Nichols 1717 Palma Ceia St., Palatka, FL 32177 - spoke in opposition to the re-zoning and building the houses altogether. She indicated the neighborhood was previously a premier area of the City and that being the reason for the current zoning. 

Mr. Alvin Jones 2200 Palma Ceia Terr., Palatka, FL 32177 - spoke regarding early morning Tree clearing the applicant has done.

Mr. James Norwood 2317 Palma Ceia Terr., Palatka, FL 32177 - spoke in opposition to the re-zoning as it would change the neighborhood dynamic.

Mr. Gary Galloway 2504 Fairway Dr., Palatka, FL 32177 - expressed the impacts of the traffic and environment need to be taken into consideration.

Hearing no further comments, the floor closed to public comment.

Ms. Walsh indicated the maximum density of dwelling units per acre for R-1AA and R-1A (3 & 4, respectively), and that all public services had capacity available for the proposed lots.

Board discussion continued. Mr. Barnes indicated he understands the public not wanting to rezone to pack a bunch of houses into one area. He understands not wanting to put 7 homes in the area, but it was already zoned for 5 homes by his count. Mrs. Rawls expressed no one from the community has spoken in favor of the rezoning. She expressed favor of bigger setbacks. 

Motion to not approve the re-zoning from R-1AA to R-1A by Mrs. Rawls. Second by Mr. Wallace. Motion passed unanimously.

d. PB Case 22-46: Request to subdivide a 3.26-acre parcel at the northwest corner of Moseley Avenue and Edgemoor Street.
Owner: A&M Homebuilders, LLC
Location: Northwest corner of Moseley Avenue and Edgemoor Street (Sunset Oaks Subdivision) 
Parcel No.: 13-10-26-3170-0010-0000

Ms. Walsh indicated this is a request for a subdivision preliminary plat for an 8-lot residential subdivision located on the northwest corner of Moseley Avenue and Edgemoor Street. The preliminary plat has been reviewed by all City of Palatka departments. This plat has the same corrections as case 22-43.

The applicant requested tabling this item.
